Project Implicit: Mental Health Web Site 
COMING SOON!
We are currently developing a web site that will allow visitors to test their own implicit and explicit associations about mental health issues.  This will be a companion site to the well-established Project Implicit main site (http://projectimplicit.net/).  Examples of implicit association tests that will be assessed on the new site include:

· Evaluation of the perceived utility of medications vs. psychotherapy

· Stigma toward persons with mental illness – focus on perceived blameworthiness of having a mental illness
· Stigma toward persons with mental illness – focus on perceived dangerousness of persons with mental illness
· Self-esteem

· Eating disorders – focus on shame about eating
· Alcohol dependence – focus on loss of control/compulsive use

· Depression – focus on self-concept as a depressed person
· Anxiety disorders – focus on self-concept as an anxious person
Primary goals of the site:

1)
Raise awareness about the role of implicit associations in mental health issues

2)
Raise awareness about implicit and explicit stigma of mental illness and mental health treatment
3)
Characterize implicit mental health associations for common mental illnesses (e.g., depression, eating disorders) and mental health issues (e.g., self-esteem, evaluations of mental health treatments), and learn about the prevalence and moderators of these associations (e.g., differences based on age, gender, race/ethnicity, etc.)

4)
Evaluate how implicit and explicit measures relate for key mental illnesses and mental health issues 

The site will also include general information about: a) accessing mental health services, b) normalizing mental illness (e.g., prevalence information and common signs of clinically significant distress), and c) the science of clinical psychology (i.e., the importance of evidence-based treatment approaches).
